Optimum performance, including adhesion, corrosion protection, heat resistance and chemical resistance is 
achieved with recommended surface preparation.
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Brush: Use high-quality natural brushes (such as badger or ox hair).

Roller: Use a suitable roller. However when using roller application care must be taken to apply 
sufficient material in order to achieve the specified dry film thickness.
